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Supply List for Beginning Serging

Supplies for Class 
· 4 different color cones of serger thread 
· Scraps light colored cotton/cotton polyester material 
· Scraps of stretchy material (knits/fleece/jersey)
· Suggest cutting above material into strips 2” wide – length may vary 3” to 36”
· Suggest having several 8” squares
· 2 new machine needles
· Scissors 
· Serger with manual and supplies

Prior to Class:
· If you have not used your serger within a year prior to class, you MUST have the serger serviced prior to class
· Have serger set to basic 4 thread overlock stitch 


Basic Sewing Supplies (Pins, needles, scissors, rotary cutter, thread, seam ripper, rulers 
Serger Machine in good working order.  Always a good idea to clean, oil, put a new needle in before class.  Bring the manual for the machine if you are not familiar with all aspects of the machine.


The classroom has large cutting mats, irons and ironing boards if you do not want to bring your own.  For an all day class you might want to pack a lunch (Aldi and Le Gong restaurant are in our strip mall as an alternative)
